It is very important that you drop off and collect your child on time. Please make 
sure your children line up ready to come into school. 
Please do not ride bikes/scooters on the yard or play on the equipment.

Things to 
remember…

Phonics books will be sent home weekly and it is very important that your child brings them 
back in the next day.  
Please remember to bring a named water bottle to school everyday.  
iPads need to be fully charged and in school everyday.  
School uniform must be worn everyday. Children must wear black shoes and a full 
list of uniform can be found on the website. No jewellery to be worn in school. 
Children may wear only one pair of studs if their ears have been recently pierced.  
Please make sure that in the cold water children have a coat, hat, scarf or gloves. 

P.E. days -   
Monday and 
Wednesday

This half term, Year 3/4 will be going swimming every Monday. Please make sure your child 
has appropriate clothing and footwear for the weather as we will be walking to the swimming 
pool. Please make sure your child brings their swimming clothes, towel and googles in a bag 
to get changed into at the swimming pool. Please make sure long hair is tied up. 
On Wednesdays, we will be continuing to learn our skipping skills in preparation for the 
skipping festival.  
Please ensure you child comes to school dressed in PE kit and long hair is tied back. This 
includes named sandshoes/trainers, black shorts, white t-shirt and black tracksuit bottoms. A 
school hoodie can be worn for outdoor sessions and colder days. 

No jewellery to be worn on PE days. This includes stud earrings.  

Our project This term we are diving into an exciting Geography project! The children will be learning 
about the United Kingdom alongside exploring mountains, rivers and hills. They will be 
exploring our project question - why is the United Kingdom a fantastic place to live? They will 
then compare this to Greece! They will be carrying out a comparative study using all their 
findings.  

The children will be immersed into a warning tale followed by poetry and a non-chronological 
report.  

In maths, we are going to be learning about multiplication and division. After this, we will be 
learning about fractions and decimals.  

In science, we will be exploring plants and light.  

We will be creating our own maps using digital photographs we have taken on our trip to the 
lake. We will also be creating fieldwork sketches and using our knowledge to create river 
models. The children will be labelling and explaining their models.
